4. Please do not send pdf files. Pdf files will not be reviewed. If your presentation is selected, this will make adding your presentation title to the program easier. 
5. All notifications and announcements will be made via e‐mail by March 1.

2. Poster Research Presentation (individual): Poster presenter must be available to discuss their poster during the poster session lasting 1 hour.
