Eligibility
• Applicants must be full-time graduate students pursuing a PhD.
• Applicants must be admitted to candidacy by the start of the fall 2026 term. Students
currently in year 6 or later (as of Spring 2026) will not be considered.

Yale Application Procedure
The Yale application should include:
1. A dissertation proposal (up to 3 pages excluding references)
2. Updated student CV with links to website and publications (if available)
3. A letter of recommendation from the applicant’s adviser
4. 1-2 additional letters of recommendation
5. 1-page CV from your primary advisor
6. Transcripts (Yale and prior institutions)
7. Two essays (350 work limit on each) answering the following questions:
a. Describe the desired impact your research will make on the field and society,
and why this is important to you. Include any personal, educational and/or
professional experiences that have motivated your research interests.
b. Describe an example of your leadership experience in which you have
positively influenced others, helped resolve disputes, or contributed to group
efforts over time. (A leadership role can mean more than just a title...)

The applicant should submit everything except #3 and #4 as a single PDF document by
Monday, April 13, to:
GSASadministrativedean@yale.edu.

Recommenders can independently submit letters of recommendation to the same email
address. They should use “Google Fellowship Application/Recommendation” as the email
subject.
